The only time you are unable to play on the 9 Hole Course is during a
Tee Reservation.

18 Hole Course Weekdays

You can play anytime provided the course is open and tees are not
reserved. Always check the monthly programme available online, by
email or the printed copy outside the Manager'’s office.

18 Hole Course Weekends

There are restrictions as to when you can play the 18 Hole Course
at weekends. Restrictions vary

according to your Handicap Level. Please familiarise

yourself with the times you can and cannot play to avoid disap-
pointment.

Boys in the Handicap range 29-36 and Girls 36 can only play after
2.00pm on Saturday and after 12.00pm on
Sunday and must be accompanied by an adult.

Boys in the Handicap range 13-28 & Girls 18-35 can play after 12.00pm
on Saturdays. You can also play before 12.00pm provided you are ac-
companied by an adult or at the discretion of the Professional. Sundays
you can play after 10.00am.

There are no restrictions at weekends for Boys with a Handicap of 12 or
less and Girls with a Handicap of 18 or less.

So work hard at your game and you can play whenever you want.

COACHING OPPORTUNITIES

Within your Junior Membership you are entitled to attend 30 tailored
group sessions. These are on a Monday evening from 6-7pm, with the
times scaling earlier during the winter.

The sessions run from the first Monday in March excluding school
holidays but including the summer break.

The Professional Staff are always available for individual lessons, and will
happily provide a tailored package to help aid your progress &
improvement.

Child Protection Act

Under the policy of this Act the Club is not allowed to permit a Junior of
12 years or under to be on the Golf Course or premises on their own.
They must be accompanied by an adult or another Junior 13 years of
age or over.
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The Majors are the most prestigious Junior Events. As a Junior member with a handicap you can
play in all these events; please note there is a handicap limit of 28 for Boys. Therefore if your
handicap is in the 29 to 36 range you can play, however you will have to play off the 28 limit with
the exception of the Jubilee Shield. There is no limit for Girls. For Trophy Competitions, Juniors

must have played 3 qualifying events within the previous calendar year to be eligible to win prizes.
(i.e. home club competitions)

To enter any of the Majors you need to register your intent to play. You can do this in a humber of
different ways:-

1. By adding your name to the sign up sheet in the Pro Shop.
